NOTA BIOGRAFICA

MANUEL JOSE DA CONCEICAO BISCOITO é Bidlogo com especialidade em ambiente.

Ingressou no Museu de Histéria Natural do Funchal em 1981 tendo sido seu Diretor. Foi
também Diretor do Departamento de Ciéncia e Recursos Naturais da Camara Municipal do Funchal,
responsdvel pela Reserva Natural das Illhas Selvagens, Presidente da Comissdo Instaladora do Parque
Natural da Madeira e membro da sua Comissdo Cientifica e fundador e diretor da Estacdo de Biologia
Marinha do Funchal. Atualmente, é Chefe da Divisao de Ciéncia da Cdmara Municipal do Funchal, vogal
da dire¢do nacional do IMAR — Instituto do Mar, membro do Conselho Consultivo do Instituto das
Florestas e Conservac¢do da Natureza e Presidente do Conselho Coordenador do OOM — Observatdrio
Oceanico da Madeira, membro do Conselho Nacional do Ambiente e Desenvolvimento Sustentavel e
Conselho de A¢do Climatica da Assembleia da Republica.

E conservador-chefe do Museu de Histéria Natural do Funchal e especialista em taxonomia de
peixes de dguas profundas, tendo sido autor ou coautor de 9 livros, 31 capitulos de livro, 162 artigos
cientificos e mais de 30 publicacdes em congressos e reunides cientificas.

E membro de diversas sociedades cientificas, entre as quais as Sociedades Francesa, Japonesa
e Americana de Ictiologia e a Unido Europeia de Ictiélogos e do ICOM — Conselho Internacional dos
Museus.

E Editor-chefe das revistas cientificas Boletim do Museu de Histéria Natural do Funchal e
Bocagiana. E regularmente solicitado como avaliador de artigos em vdrias revistas cientificas europeias
e norte-americanas na area da ictiologia.

E mergulhador CMAS P2 desde 1976 e desde 1991 efetuou 15 mergulhos em submersiveis de
investigacdo até 3000 m de profundidade.

Foi oficial da Reserva Naval — Classe de Marinha (1982-1984), tendo comandado a UAM Condor
em acumulag¢do com a funcdo de oficial adjunto do Comandante Naval da Madeira.

MANUEL BISCOITO is a Portuguese biologist, specialized on environment.

He started his career at the Funchal Natural History Museum in 1981 as curator and director.
Along his career, he was, for several years, Director of the Science and Natural Resources Department
of the Municipality of Funchal, and before that, responsible for the Selvagens Nature Reserve, Head of
the Natural Park of Madeira and member of its scientific committee, and founder and head of the
Funchal Marine Biology Station. Currently he is the Chief of the Science Division of the Municipality of
Funchal, as well as, member of the board of directors of IMAR — Sea Institute, Portugal, member of the
advisory committee of the Forest and Nature Conservation Institute, Madeira and head of the
Coordination Council of OOM, Madeira Oceanic Observatory, member of the Portuguese Environment
and Sustainable Development Council and member of the Council for Climate Action of the Portuguese
Parliament.

He is senior curator of the Funchal Natural History Museum and works mostly on deep-sea fish
taxonomy, having authored or co-authored 9 books, 31 book chapters, 162 scientific papers and more
than 30 contributions in symposia and other scientific meetings.

He is member of several scientific societies, namely the French, Japanese and American
Ichthyological Societies, the European Union of Ichthyologists and ICOM — International Council of
Museums.



He is the Editor-in-Chief of the scientific magazines Boletim do Museu de Histdria Natural do
Funchal and Bocagiana and he is regularly asked to review manuscripts for leading European and
American scientific journals, in his field of work.

He has been a CMAS P2 diver since 1976 and since 1991 has made 15 dives in research
submersibles down to 3000 m depth.

He served in the Portuguese Navy Naval Reserve (1982-1984), as deputy officer of the Naval
Commander of Madeira and commanding officer of the patrol ship UAM Condor.
